The EU H2020 project IDEALFUEL aims to develop an efficient and low-cost chemical pathway to convert
lignocellulosic biomass into a Biogenic Heavy Fuel Oil (Bio-HFO) with ultra-low sulphur levels that can be used as
drop-in fuel in the existing maritime fleet. Within this project fuels or fuel-related components will be shipped
between the partners. Since two partners (WinGD and BLOOM) are located in non-EU countries, Switzerland,
several aspects need to be covered. This is documented within this deliverable, D1.1 concerning the NEC —
